U, S. Citizen Held
It wag learned today that a Unit- |
ed States citizen, Morris Greentree,
49, a Jew born in San Luis Obispo,
Cal., had been under arrest for
more than a week.

Thousands of Jews in Berlin an-
ticipated a new decree which would
turn them into the streets home-
less or create a complete ghetto ex-
istence for them.

If the decree were enacted, thou-
sands of Jewish families would be
forced to vacate their homes. There
was no indication what provision
would be made for them.

Jews in Munich were hopeful of
temporary relief after having been
forbidden for a week to purchase
food in Aryan stores. They had
been threatened with actual hun-
ger. Munich authorities announced
that they would permit the Jewish
community to establish a few stores
for its exclusive use.

More Stories Of Cruelty

Belated reports from smaller
towns continued to reach Berlin, one
from Brandenburg telling how a |
Jewish doctor was forced by Nazi |
storm troopers to keep walking the |
streets without a halt for more than
24 hours. No one could give him
food or water.

In Berlin, hoodlums entered the
home of a Jew who is married to
an Aryvan woman, locked two wom-
en there in a bedroom, smashed the
furniture, chipped the bath tub to
pieces and ended by pouring acid
on the family dog.
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
